Dear Parents, 

This letter is to help explain the grading policy on our class homework assignments. I have also attached this on the student’s weekly homework newsletter. Homework is half of your child’s citizenship grade. The other half will be calculated based on their weekly behavior grade. You will be able to find each of these grades on the left side of the behavior calendars located in your child’s JUNGLE homework folder. These two grades will be combined and averaged together to form your child’s citizenship grade. Each individual grade will a

· Each homework assignment is worth 1 pt. for a total of 12 points for the week. 

· Every assignment your child misses will be deducted from the 12 point weekly total (EX: 11/12 = 92/A). 

· ½ a point will be deducted for an assignment that is turned in late the next day. No credit will be given for assignments later then a day late. 

· If your child is absent they are expected to turn in the missed assignment the next day for full credit.

Your child will have spelling test almost every week, you will be able to locate our class spelling word list in 3 locations. The first is on their homework newsletter, our class website (mrsgriffithsclasswebsite.yolasite.com ), and http://www.spellingcity.com/Griffiths1/ . Spelling City is a great website that offers your students to study their weekly spelling words while playing different activities with their words.  

I would also like to explain the weekly spelling activities your child would have to complete for homework. These activities will stay the same through out the year. In the beginning your child will need a little help. They will get the hang of it after a week or two. One Monday and Thursday your child will be expected to complete pyramid words. Pyramid words is when your child spells out each spelling word adding one letter at a time to a row. Example Word:  tower
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Tuesday’s spelling activity is rainbow words. Rainbow words are when your child writes their spelling words with crayons, makers, or colored pencils. Your child can make a pattern with each letter or words. The whole list CANNOT be the same color. It needs to represent a rainbow. Example Word: tower

Wednesday’s spelling activity is called Silly sentences. For this activity your child just needs to write a sentence for each word. It is okay if it is silly, it just needs to be a complete sentence. Spelling is NOT counted. I only expect the students to be able to spell spelling words and sight words correctly. Any other words can be misspelled, I just want them to sound out the word and do their best.  This is what I will be expecting from them with our writing curriculum too. 

Homework will be collected daily, I will check off whether or not it is turned in on my class roaster. It is your child’s responsibility to turn it in; if they do not turn it in they do not get credit, even if they did the assignment. I am unable to go searching for homework each morning, so please remind them to keep it in their JUNGLE folder to receive credit. JUNGLE folders will be turned in each morning. After I check it, it will be immediately returned and the students will be responsible for putting the next night’s homework in it.  

Remember it is okay to help your child with their homework, I urge you not to do it for them. It does not help them in the long run. I do not check for accuracy, I check for completion.
